Additional recommendations can be added from representatives of the church or social organizations.  
	

	Qualified letters of recommendation of two lecturers of your former university (they should be PhD holders). The recommendations must talk about the planned studies and your academic qualifications. 

Further qualified recommendations are welcome (e.g. from your employer)
	

	Certified authentic copies of University Certificates
	

	Certified authentic copies of Academic Transcripts or all degree levels

General application instruction

· The forms shall not be made available to other applicants 

· Only complete files will be considered in the next steps of the selection process and possibly for the final selection.

· The items listed in the “checklist” in this document are compulsory for every applicant, and an application package is not complete if an item is missing. In some cases, application packages may be sent that are not complete. This can make sense, but you cannot omit any of the indicated items without a detailed explanation of why you are omitting them. After consultation with KAAD, some documents can be sent later.
 
· Regular deadlines for complete applications are January 1 or June 30, unless stated otherwise in personal communication. You are welcome to send us your application documents earlier than the deadline, so that we can check everything in time, in case there are any adjustments needed. KAAD selection board meets twice per year, in March and in September, to decide on the applications. We will inform you about the decision shortly after the meeting takes place.
