International Management

In today’s global environment, literally no business remains

unaffected by international forces. Whereas some companies
are expanding to foreign markets, others are confronted with
the entry of international companies in their home locations,
and many more companies and communities are affected by
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the operations of global corporations. Not surprisingly, cross-
border activities of businesses are never out of the news. This
course is aimed at helping students develop an understanding
of the cultural and political environment of today’s global
businesses and management issues that are important in such
a context. Relevant theories of business ethics, strategic
management, organization, production, marketing and human
resource management are applied to the specific challenges
of organizing and managing cross-border and cross-cultural
business activities.

Companies are increasingly confronted with stakeholder
expectations reflected in calls for “responsible
management.” This course provides an introduction to
responsible management concepts (e.g., CSR, ESG, business
ethics, sustainability, legitimacy, circular economy) and
discusses, how responsible companies can create economic,
ecological, and social value. Emphasis is placed on
organizational-level approaches (e.g., how organizations
adopt and communicate responsible practices and face
challenges such as greenwashing, pinkwashing, and
bluewashing) and individual-level approaches (e.g., how
individuals intend to behave ethically but are hindered by
decision-making challenges). These concepts and principles
are explored in a variety of management areas, including
marketing, strategy, innovation, human resources, and
digital business.

Sustainability Reporting and Finance

Investors and other stakeholders are broadening their
assessment of corporate position and performance. In
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addition to financial risks and opportunities that affect
company value (financial materiality), corporate impact on
people and the planet (impact materiality) increasingly
matters. This course introduces this “double materiality”
approach of financial and impact materiality, along with its
conceptual underpinnings in corporate finance, company
valuation, and environmental economics. After introducing
the concept and measurement of corporate transparency, it
then discusses European Sustainability Reporting Standards
(ESRS), the mandatory EU disclosure regime, as well as
related areas of mandatory and voluntary corporate
reporting.

Qualification Objectives

Graduates of the “Legitimacy and Responsibility” module
will be made familiar with responsible management
practices and understand the key challenges associated
with companies having to meet increasing sustainability
demands. They will also be equipped to navigate and
critically evaluate the evolving landscapes of corporate
sustainability reporting and sustainable finance.
